Barat Academy Students  have volunteered to assist Greenway Network on Wednesdays in April
and May. They have accomplished a great deal. They helped us clean Ellis
Island at the Riverlands Migratory Bird Sanctuary in North St. Charles
County close to the Melvin Price Lock and Dam.

They also assisted us in clearing bush honeysuckle and planted trees at the
parks in Wentzville. And they also helped us monitor Peruque Creek for
macros and water quality. So far in 2011, Barat Academy Service Learning
students marked 265 storm drains and distributed 798 pollution prevention
brochures at
eight
neighbor-

hoods in Wentzville. Students also

planted a total of 275 tree seedlings at

Rotary and Progress Parks and the Bro-

ken Rock stormwater project to prevent

erosion and improve water quality. An-

other 600 wetland plants were placed

around Community Lake at Rotary Park

to create habitat and prevent shoreline

erosion.

Beaufort Elementary

Larry Ruff and Darlene Haun of Greenway Network traveled to Beaufort Elementary School on

Friday May 6th to teach students about watershed protection and water quality monitoring. Four

sets of approximately 25 fifth and sixth grade students assisted Larry and Darlene in catching
and identifying macro-invertebrates from Jordan Branch Creek to deter-
mine the stream'’s water quality.

Students were thrilled to see such a variety of critters living in the small
creek. Crayfish, mayfly nymphs, caddis fly larvae, stonefly nymphs, crane
fly larvae, dragonfly nymphs, aquatic worms, black fly larvae, midge lar-
vae and pouch snails were identified and released back into the

creek. The stream water was rated "good" according the the Missouri
Stream Team water quality rating system.

Back in the classroom, Larry, Darlene and the now "experienced" bug collectors shared their accom-
plishments with 1st, 2nd, 3rd,and 4th grade students in two

more sessions. The teachers were impressed at how much the

older students learned and were able to pass on to the

younger children. All 170+ students were able to see pre-

served specimens as examples of what had been found in Jor-

dan Branch.

We want to thank music teacher Sheila Baer for inviting us to
take part in their annual Outdoor Day. We also thank the Mis-
souri Stream Team and the Missouri Stream Team Watershed
Coalition for supplies and the educational banner used.
